   European and North American schools are trying many different systems to combat bullying.

Mediation

Pupils volunteer to be mediators – pupils who are being bullied can talk to them, and the mediators organise meetings with the bullies and try to resolve the problems. The idea is that kids are happier to talk to other kids are happier to talk to other kids than to adults, and they will talk about problems before they get more serious.
Guardian Angels

An English school is testing a system where pupils volunteer to be “Guardian Angels”. Sara, 15, explains : “Pupils who are being bullied can send a message to the Guardian Angels on the school website. Then a teacher asks the guardian angels to look for proofs of the bullying. Then we can send an anonymous message to the teacher, and the teacher talks to the bully.

Mentor or Buddy Systems

In some schools, the older pupils are mentors for all the younger pupils. In others, mentors are there for pupils who ask for help by talking with them about ways they can try to stop the bullying.

Anti-bullying Wristbands

When a UK radio station started an anti-bullying campaign last year, they asked people to wear blue wristbands that said “Beat Bullying”. The School Minister said, “Wearing the band shows you won’t tolerate bullying and it shows victims of bullying that they aren’t alone.” The campaign was so popular, the radio station sent out one million wristbands in a few weeks.

   The biggest message that all bullying experts have is : talk to someone about your problems. It can be a parent, a teacher, a friend or an anonymous phone helpline, but it’s important to know that you are not alone.
